Thayer was elected to the Kentucky State Senate in a special election on January 28, 2003. He was sworn in 

as a Kentucky Senator on February 4, 2003. Thayer was re-elected to a four-year term in 2004. Senator 

Thayer's first win was historic as he became the 22nd Republican Senator, creating the largest Republican 

Senate majority in Kentucky's history. Senator Thayer, of Georgetown in Scott County, represents more than 

110,000 citizens of the 17th District, which encompasses Scott, Owen, Grant and southern Kenton counties. 

He is a member of the following legislative committees: Transportation, Licensing and Occupations, and 

Agriculture and Natural Resources. He is Senate chairman of the subcommittee on Horse Farming, and 

chairman of the powerful Senate State and Local Government Committee.
